SIGN UP

Speak to your parents about Mishna
Rishona, and when you're ready to sign up,
ask them to send an email to mishnarishona@
agudah.org with the subject line “Register.”
From there, just follow the instructions in the
automatic reply.

Alternatively, your parents can text the
word “Mishna” to 929.930.6400 and then
follow the prompts.

For those who do not have email access

or text messaging, please call the Pirchei
National Office at 212.797.9000 ext. 274 and
ask to register for Mishna Rishona.

You may use the system features by
calling the member hotline and creating
your personalized PIN number. However,
in order to receive the special welcome
packet and to earn prizes for your learning,
you must complete the registration process
in one of the methods listed above.

SET UP A PIN #

When you complete your registration,
you will be assigned a PIN number. Your
personal PIN number will let you access
your account from any phone.

The first time you call into the system
you will be offered the option to pair your
phone number with your PIN number.

Doing so will bypass the need for
entering your PIN each time you call in
from that phone number.

If there will be multiple siblings calling in from the

same phone number, be sure not to pair your PIN
number to be automatically recognized.

prompts to choose the specific Seder,
Masechta and Mishna you would like to
learn.

SET PERSONAL GOALS

Make a Siyum for your Bar Mitzvah or
complete a Masechta— you have the option
to set personal goals for yourself. Each time

you call in, you can track your progress to
ensure you will reach your goal by selecting
option #6 for Program Selection.

YOUR PERSONALIZED REBBE

When you are done listening to a Mishna
you will be offered the option to review
your last Mishna, continue along to the next
Mishna, choose to learn a different Mishna,

or test your understanding by answering the
review questions. You can also bookmark
the Mishna for future review and return to the
main menu.

Upon completing a Perek
through the system, you'll
have the option to be
tested and score points.
Additionally, you can access
this feature by selecting
option #4 from the Main
Menu.

There is one question per
Mishna in each Perek,
and answers are multiple
choice, entered using the
phone keypad.

You will receive your test
score immediately upon
completing the test, and
points are awarded as
follows:

1. One point per question
answered correctly.

2. If you score over an 85%
on your first test attempt,
you will earn double
points.

For every Mishna you
learn, you will receive one
point. As you learn through
Masechtos of Mishnayos
and accumulate points,
look out for some great
rewards and surprises
along the way.

Additionally, for each
point you earn you will
receive one weekly raffle
ticket. Drawings are
performed by computer
and held each Sunday

at 5 PM. You can win

a $25, $15 or $10 gift
certificate to your choice
of Artscroll, ZBerman or
DB Electronics. Raffle
tickets are reset every
week at 5 pm. To find
out the number of tickets
you’ve earned that week
or to hear the latest raffle
winners, simply press #7
on the Main Menu and
then #6.
